2010 Wivenhoe May Fair raises £4,000 for charities
Wivenhoe, 28 June 2010: £4,000 has been raised for charity this year thanks to the support of over one hundred volunteers who help run the 2010 Wivenhoe May Fair.  
This brings the total donated by the free music and arts festival to over £16,000 in the last five years and nearly £30,000 over the past eleven years.

The 28 year old community-based festival was staged on the King George V playing field in the centre of the town.  For the first time this year, alongside over a dozen bands playing on two music stages, the May Fair also featured a cycle-powered cinema tent showcasing the work of local film makers.  

The May Fair started as a peace festival in 1982.  Although the format of the event has changed over the years, the emphasis on providing entertainment while promoting green, organic and sustainable lifestyles remains.  Regardless of the weather, the festival is always well supported by music and arts lovers, many of whom return every year.

Jon Chamberlain of the Wivenhoe May Fair said: “The 2010 May Fair was a great success. We estimate 5,000 people came along to listen to the great music, catch a new film or just to soak up the atmosphere on a fantastic day.  
“Raising another £4,000 for charity makes all the work of the many volunteers before during and after the May Fair very worthwhile.  We thank everyone for their continuing support of this wonderful event and look forward to welcoming you all again in 2011.”
